Ms. Dorsett has said that the program averages 50 students. We discussed that it would be best to stay as close as possible to previous years parental cost but that we expect additional extra-curricular actives including but not limited to hands on homework help. Profit sharing will remain at 90% to the program for operational expenses and 10% to SREF for general overhead.

Monti Staton is speaking with the Smoke Rise Bottle Shop about costs for drinks. PTA has arranged for the SREF to have a table at Open House on Aug 6th for ticket sales. Mountain Creek Swim Tennis club has agreed to rent their facility for the event as long as we provide a life guard even without swimming planned.

HEROS week is still ongoing. The food is still under the planned budget of $500 but not all receipts have been turned in. Lisa Khemani is compiling all the receipts for the other item/expenses so that a check request  can be turned in to the PTA for reimbursement.
